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English for Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL) mainly refers to adult learners of
English 1n the UK attending English language classes. English as an Additional
Language (EAL) 1s usually used to refer to children who are living and attending school
in the UK and whose first language is not English.

Whether or not schools get additional money for EAL learners will therefore vary by
local area, as will the monetary value of the EAL factor.
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There 1s no specific EAL curriculum, instead the DIfE expect that effective teaching and
learning for learners using EAL happens through the National Curriculum:

4.5 Teachers must also take account of the needs of pupils whose first language 1s not
English. Monitoring of progress should take account of the pupil’s age, length of time 1n
this country, previous educational experience and ability in other languages.

4.6 The ability of pupils for whom English 1s an Additional Language to take part in the
national curriculum may be in advance of their communication skills in English.
Teachers should plan teaching opportunities to help pupils develop their English and
should aim to provide the support pupils need to take part in all subjects.
